renewed sense of hope, purpose and confidence.

This exciting initiative is entirely voluntary and is set over a period beginning now
and ending with the Grand Lodge Communication in April 2010 i a period of
some some 10 months.

Those Lodges participating in the Challenge will receive a special certificate in
line with their level of attainment.

However, should any Lodge fulfill the goals set by the Grand Master by
September 30 this year, the lodge will have their certificate presented by HRH the
Duke of Kent, Grand Master of the Grand Lodge of England, who will be an
official visitor at the October Communication.

There will be four levels of attainment in respect of those Lodges accepting the challenge:

a) A Lodge that accepts the challenge but is unable to meet all of the goals set will receive a Certificate of
Enouragement.

b) A Lodge which meets all of the goals set will be known as a Lodge of Achievement.

c) A Lodge which exceeds the goals set will be known as a Lodge of Commendation.

This leads to the fourth and highest level of potential attainment. Three Lodges will be challenged to become
a Lodge of Excellence, these being: Lodge St Alban No 38, Earl of Zetland Lodge No. 231 and
Katherine Lodge of Fidelity No. 217. They have been given a special set of challenges which also includes
attaining 90% membership of the Foundation.

The following 10 challenges have been issued:

1. Raise $20 per member as a donation to support the work of the Freemasons Foundation Centre for
Menbds Health thr ouwoguhdatbrhe Fr eemasons

2. Increase membership of the Foundation by a stated number.

3.  Participate in a charitable event as a Lodge. For instance, this may be helping to man the trailer raffle
or raise money for Daffodil Day, etc.

4.  Organise a social function to raise funds for a charitable purpose through the Freemasons Foundation.

5 Increase membership of our Lodge by at least two new members, either by initiation, joining or
affiliation.

6.  Twin with a country Lodge and provide active support.

7.  Sponsor a scholarship to assist young people further their education.

8 Attain the highest level of membership of the Foundation, being that of Patron. (This challenge has
already been met).

9. Open an ANZ V2 Freemasons Investment Scheme account.

10. Form arelationship with a Lodge in another jurisdiction.

These challenges are within reach of every Lodge.
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The work of Foodbank (SA) in supplying
food to the homeless and hungry through
accredited charities and agencies has
become legendary and the Foundation is
proud to have recently upgraded

association with the organisation to
become a founding Platinum Sponsor of
their innovative staple foods programme.
